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Peak Crossing State School is a uniform school.  We have the support of our Parents and Citizens’ Association to promote 100% adherence to the uniform.  Our student uniform policy consists of an agreed standard and items of clothing, which includes a school uniform that Peak Crossing State School students wear when:

· attending or representing their school;

· travelling to and from school; and

· engaging in school activities out of school hours.

The Peak Crossing State School Parents and Citizens’ Association supports a student uniform policy because it believes that a student uniform policy provides clothing that aims to contribute to a safe and supportive teaching and learning environment through:
· ready identification of students and non-students at school;

· fostering a sense of belonging;

· developing mutual respect among students by minimising visible evidence of economic or social differences; and

· promoting an effective teaching and learning environment by eliminating the distraction of competition in dress and fashion at the school.
The Peak Crossing State School student uniform policy reflects school community standards and is consistent with occupational health and safety and anti-discrimination legislation.  Our uniform policy aims to be inclusive of the diverse members of our society and requests for variations to the uniform for reasons such as religion, health, disability will always be thoughtfully considered.  We will actively encourage our students to take pride in themselves and their school.  One way in which this may be achieved is through adherence to the school’s clothing standards. 

Inappropriate clothing refers to clothing or apparel worn by students that is deemed to be:

· offensive;

· likely to disrupt, or negatively influence normal school operations;

· unsafe for student or others; and 

· likely to result in a risk to health and safety of student or others.

In circumstances where inappropriate or unreasonable clothing is worn, appropriate action will be taken.

Summer Uniform:

· Peak Crossing red/white/black polo shirt with school badge on top left side

· Black shorts, skorts or skirts which must be at least as long as the middle finger of the student’s hand when shoulders are relaxed and arms are held on side of body

· Closed in shoes/joggers (black or white preferred)

· Black or white socks preferred
· Red/black broad brimmed hat with school badge or reversible bucket hat

· Red/white/black checked dress
· Red/white/black checked ‘formal’ shirt

· Goolman or Flinders sports polo which may be worn on Fridays and for intra-school sporting events

· Year 6 students are permitted to wear the ‘Year 6 Peak Crossing State School Senior shirt’ in place of the Peak Crossing uniform polo.
Winter Uniform:

The summer uniform with the addition of black zip front jackets, black long pants, black or red jumpers and black tracksuit tops and bottoms including the jackets and jumpers that contain the school badge.
Jewellery:

Watch

Small plain sleepers or stud earrings

Medical alert bracelet or necklace

Items of significant religious belief with notification to administration

Hair

Collar length hair is to be plaited, braided or tied back with appropriate accessories (red/black/white in colour preferred).  This requirement applies to all students.
Helmets

Students riding bikes are legally required to wear helmets.

It is understood that there may be special reasons or unforeseen circumstances that make compliance with the student uniform policy not achievable for a short period of time. In the event of such a situation, parents/caregivers are requested to contact the student’s teacher giving notice of such a circumstance.  
If the wearing of our school uniform presents financial difficulties this should be discussed with the Principal.  

Consequences for not wearing correct uniform

Whilst supporting diversity, inclusion and the individual circumstances of each student and family, consequences for non compliance with the Student Uniform Policy will be imposed.

Consequences may fall under the following:

· Students wearing inappropriate clothing will be asked to wear appropriate clothing.
· Students not wearing school uniform will be ineligible to represent the school away from the campus.
· Students who do not have a sun-safe hat for PE will not be permitted to participate in activities in the sun.
· Students who do not have a sun-safe hat will be excluded from activities in the sun during play breaks. We follow the ‘No Hat No Play’ rule.
· Students who do not have any headwear will be ineligible to represent the school away from the campus.
· Students who do not have suitable footwear will be asked to replace his/her shoes and will be excluded from all outdoor activities until suitably attired.
· A student wearing inappropriate or non-authorised jewellery will be asked to remove the item and if necessary give it to the office for safe-keeping for the remainder of the day. Jewellery is stored on the understanding of all care taken but no responsibility accepted.
· Students wearing coloured nail polish will be asked to remove it by the next day.
· Students will be encouraged to tie back long hair and may be ineligible to participate in certain activities if the length of the hair poses a workplace health and safety risk.

· Students arriving at school wearing make-up, will be required to remove it.
· Students not wearing bike helmets will be instructed to not ride their bike and encouraged to bring and wear their helmet the next day.

In all of the above circumstances, students will receive consequences aligned with the school’s Student Code of Conduct.  Repeated non compliance with the school’s Student Uniform Policy will result in contact with parents and carers for rectification.
